Aligned with our strategic aims, individuals from underrepresented groups who can satisfy the roles and responsibilities of a course director, as outlined in the Quality Manual, are particularly welcome to apply.

Mountain Training England use the ‘Course director training scheme’ to support and upskill those with the necessary attributes to undertake the role. This has a number of elements which must be attended in the probationary term set, as outlined on the application pages.
To access the training scheme individuals must demonstrate they have the Skills, Knowledge, Attitude, Training and Experience to direct courses for Mountain Training England. Comprehensive and concise written evidence is required in each case on application. Where specific requirements are essential, they are stated below, these must be evidenced on the individual’s CMS account or in Dlog.
Please be aware if insufficient written evidence is presented the Technical Support Administrator will automatically reject the application prior to screening. The Screening Committee will not make assumptions based on reputation or reference alone.
